buttonholes! When adding buttons to baby knits
always make sure you sew them on very securely
to avoid inquisitive little fingers pulling them off.

BACK

Stripe sequence:

Work 2 rows in M, 2 rows in C.

Using 3.25mm (UK 10, US 3) needles and M cast
on 49 (55:61:67) sts.

Change to C and proceed as follows:

Row 1 (RS): Knit.

This row forms g-st.

Row 2: Knit.

Starting with M and working stripe sequence as
given work 6 rows in g-st.

Change to 4mm (UK 8, US 6) needles and using
M, beginning with a knit row, work in st- st for
the remainder of the Back as follows:

Continue until the back measures 11 (13:16: 21)
cm or 44 (5%: 6Va: 8Ya)in, finishing after a purl
row so that the right side of work faces you for
the beginning of the armhole shapings.

The Back should measure approximately 22 (25:
28:30)cm (8% (9%: 11: 1134)in) across at this
point.

Shape armholes

Work 6 (6: 6: 8) rows decreasing 1 st at each end
of every row. You will now have 37 (43:49:51)
sts on the needle.

Work on these 37 (43:49: 51) sts until armholes
measure 10 (12: 13: 14)cm (4 (4%: 5V4: 54)in)
straight down from the top of the needle to

the beginning of the armhole shaping (don't
measure around the curve), finishing after a purl

Cast off 4 (5: 5: 6) sts at beginning of next
2 rows.

You will now have 23 (25: 29: 29) sts on the
needle.

Cast off remaining 23 (25: 29: 29) sts.

LEFT FRONT

Using 3.25mm (UK 10, US 3) needles and M cast
on 62 (75:85:101) sts.

Change to C.

Row 1 (RS): K25 (28:31: 34), k3tog, k34 (44: 51:
64). You will now have 60 (73: 83: 99) sts on the
needle.

Row 2: Knit.

Change to M.

Row 3: K24 (27:30: 33), k3tog, k33 (43: 50: 63).
You will now have 58 (71: 81: 97) sts on the
needle.

Row 4: Knit.

Change to C.

Row 5: K23 (26: 29: 32), k3tog, k32 (42: 49: 62).
You will now have 56 (69: 79: 95) sts on the
needle.

Row 6: Knit.

Change to M.

Row 7: K22 (25:28:31), k3tog, k31 (41:48:61).
You will now have 54 (67: 77: 93) sts on the
needle.

Row 8: Knit.

Change to 4mm (UK 8, US 6) needles and using
M, k23 (26: 29: 32) sts, cast off remaining 31 (41:
48:61) sts. You will now have 23 (26: 29: 32) sts

row.** on the needle.
Working on remaining 23 (26: 29: 32) sts rejoin
Shape shoulders yarn, purl to end.

Cast off 3 (4: 5: 5) sts at beginning of next 2
rows. You will now have 31 (35:39: 41) sts on
the needle.

Beginning with a knit row, work in st-st until left
Front measures the same as the Back to shape
armholes, finishing after a P row.

Shape Armhole

Next row: K2tog (armhole edge), knit to end.
You will now have 22 (25:28: 31) sts on the
needle.

Row 2: Purl to last 2 sts, p2tog. You will now
have 21 (24: 27: 30) sts on the needle.

Work 4 (4: 4. 6) rows decreasing 1 st at armhole
edge in every row. You will now have 17 (20: 23:
24) sts on the needle.

Work on these 17 (20: 23: 24) sts until armhole
measures 5 (7: 8:8)cm (2 (234: 3: 3)in), finishing
after a knit row.

Shape Neck

Next row: Cast off 3 (4: 5: 5) sts, purl to end.
You will now have 14 (16: 18: 19) sts on the
needle. Work 4 (4: 6: 4) rows decreasing 1 st at
neck edge in every row. You will now have 10
(12:12:15) sts on the needle.

Work 5 (5: 3: 7) rows decreasing 1 st at neck
edge in next and every following alternate row.

You will now have 7 (9: 10: 11) sts on the needle.

Work straight until Armhole measures same as
Back armhole to shoulder shaping, finishing
aftera P row.

Shape shoulder

Next row: Cast off 3 (4: 5: 5) sts, knit to end.
You will now have 4 (5: 5: 6) sts on the needle.
Next row: Purl.

Cast off remaining 4 (5: 5: 6) sts.

RIGHT FRONT

Using 3.25mm (UK 10, US 3) needles and M cast
on 62 (75:85:101) sts.

Change to C.

Row 1 (RS): K34 (44: 51: 64), k3tog, k25 (28: 31:
34). You'll now have 60 (73: 83: 99) sts on needle.

LOVE KNITTING 9



Row 2: Knit.

Change to M.

Row 3:K33 (43: 50: 63), k3tog, k24 (27: 30: 33).
You will now have 58 (71:81: 97) sts on the
needle.

Row 4 (buttonhole row): K27 (30: 34: 37),

cast off 1 st, k6 (9: 10: 10), cast off 1 st) 3 (3: 3: 4)
times, k5 (6:9: 10).

Changeto C.

Row 5: K6 (7:10: 11), caston 1 st, k7 (10: 11: 11),
caston 1st) 3(3:3:4) times, k1 (1: 2: 2), k3tog,
k23 (26: 29: 32). You will now have 56 (69: 79: 95)
sts on the needle.

Row 6: Knit.

Change to M.

Row 7: K31 (41:48: 61), k3tog, k22 (25: 28: 31).
You will now have 54 (67:77:93) sts on the
needle.

Row 8: Knit.

Change to 4mm (UK 8, US 6) needles and using
M, cast off 31 (41:48: 61) sts, knit to end. You will
now have 23 (26: 29: 32) sts on the needle.
Work on remaining 23 (26: 29: 32) sts and purl
to end.

Beginning with a knit row work in st- st until the
Right Front measures the same as the Back to
shape armholes, finishing after a purl row.

Shape Armhole

Next row: Knit to last 2 sts, k2tog (armhole
edge). You will now have 22 (25:28:31) sts on
the needle.

Next row: P2tog, purl to end. You will now have
21 (24:27:30) sts on the needle.

Work 4 (4: 4. 6) rows decreasing 1 st at armhole
edge in every row. You will now have 17 (20: 23:
24) sts on the needle.

Work on these 17 (20: 23: 24) sts until Armhole
measures 5 (7: 8: 8)cm or (2 (2%: 3: 3)in),
finishing after a P row.

Shape Neck

Next row: Cast off 3 (4: 5: 5) sts, knit to end. You
will now have 14 (16: 18: 19) sts on the needle.
Work 4 (4: 6: 4) rows decreasing 1 st at neck
edge in every row. You will now have 10 (12:
12:15) sts on the needle.

Work 5 (5: 3: 7) rows decreasing 1 st at neck
edge in next and every following alternate row.
You will now have 7 (9: 10: 11) sts on the needle.
Work straight until Armhole measures same as
Back armhole to shoulder shaping, finishing
after a knit row.

10 LOVE KNITTING

Shape shoulder

Next row: Cast off 3 (4: 5:5) sts, purl to end. You
will now have 4 (5: 5: 6) sts on the needle.

Next row: Knit.

Cast off remaining 4 (5: 5: 6) sts.

SLEEVES (BOTH ALIKE)

Using 3.25mm (UK 10, US 3) needles and M cast
on 33 (33:35:37) sts.

Beginning with C and working in stripe
sequence as given for back work 8 rows in
garter stitch.

Change to 4mm (UK 8, US 6) needles and using
M, beginning with a knit row work in st-st for
the remainder of the sleeves as folls:

Work 25 (29: 35: 47) rows increasing 1 st at each
end of 5th (5th: 5th: 5th) and every following
10th (6th: 6th: 6th) row (there will be 9 (5: 5: 5)
rows straight between each increase row). You
will now have 39 (43: 47: 53) sts on the needle.
Work without further shaping until the Sleeve
is 15 (17:20: 24)cm or (6 (6%2: 8: 9%4)in), finishing
after a P row.

Shape Sleeve top

Work 6 (6: 6: 8) rows decreasing 1 st at
each end of every row. You will now have
27 (31:35:37) sts on the needle.

Place marker threads at each end of last
row. These 6 (6: 6: 8) rows will match to
6 (6: 6: 8) decrease rows on body when
sewing sleeve into armhole.

Cast off 2 sts at beginning of each of
the next 6 (2: 4: 8) rows. You will now
have 15 (27:27:

21) sts on the needle.

Cast off 3 sts at beginning of each of the
next 2 (6: 6: 4) rows. You will now have
9(9:9:9) sts on the needle.

Cast off remaining 9 sts.

NECKBAND

Join both shoulder seams. Sew front borders in
position to front edge. Then using your 3.25mm
(UK 10, US 3) needles and M, pick up and knit
sts for neckband as follows: with RS of work
facing pick up and knit 6 sts from edge of Right
Front border, 18 (18: 19: 20) sts evenly along
right side of Neck, 23 (25: 29: 29) sts from cast
off sts at back of Neck, 18 (18: 19: 20) sts evenly
along left side of Neck and 6 sts from edge of
Left Front border. You will now have 71 (73: 79:

81) sts on the needle.

Row 1: Knit.

Change to C, work 2 rows in g-st.

Change to M.

Next row: K3, cast off 1 st, knit to end.
Next row: Knit to last 3 sts, cast on 1 st, k3.
Change to C, work 2 rows in g-st.

Change to M, work 1 row in g-st.

Cast off knitways.

MAKING UP

Join side and sleeve seams. Sew sleeve tops
into armholes matching the 6 (6: 6: 8) decrease
rows on the body to the 6 (6: 6: 8) decrease
rows marked at the beginning of the sleeve
tops. Sew on buttons. Pin out garment to the
measurement given. Cover with damp cloths
and leave to dry naturally. See ball band for
washing and further care instructions.

sts, k2tog, k1. 24 sts.

Rows 4-6: K.

Rows 7-42: As rows 3-6, 9 times. 6 sts.

Row 43: K1, slTk, k1, psso, k2tog,

k1.4 sts.

Row 44: (K2tog) twice. 2 sts.

Row 45: K2tog and fasten off.

TRIANGLE B (WORK9)

With 4mm (UK 8, US 6) needles and colour 2,
cast on 13 sts, leaving an end approx. 50cm
(20in) long for sewing pieces together. Work in
g-st, shaping sides as follows:

Row 1: K.

Row 2: K.

Row 3: K1, slTk, k1, psso, k to end. 12 sts.
Rows 4-6: K.

Rows 7-42: As rows 3-6, 9 times. 3 sts.

Row 43: K1, K2tog (2 sts).

Row 44: K.

Row 45: K2tog and fasten off.

TRIANGLE C (WORK9)

With 4mm (UK 8, US 6) needles and colour 2,
cast on 13 sts, leaving an end approx. 50cm
(20in) long for sewing pieces together. Work in
g-st, shaping sides as follows:

Row 1: K.

Row 2: K.

Row 3: K to last 3 sts, k2tog, k1. 12 sts.

Rows 4-6: K.

Rows 7-42: As rows 3-6, 9 times. 3 sts.

Row 43: K2tog, k1. 2 sts.

Row 44: K.

Row 45: K2tog and fasten off.

MAKING UP

Using photograph and diagram as a
guide, place 6 of Triangle A in colour 2
(Pale Blue) in a horizontal line with the

90cm (35%in)

cast-on edge to the bottom. Place 7 of
Triangle A in colour 1 (White) upside-down
in the gaps in between to create a
straight edge at the top.
Place 1 each of Triangle B and C at the
ends to create a rectangle. Sew all
pieces together.
Create 8 more rectangles in this manner,
then sew the rectangles together.
Block out to size and cover with a damp
cloth. Remove after 30 minutes and
leave to dry flat. Do not tumble dry.
Do not iron. Dry flat.

In order to sew this thick yarn together, you'll
need to use a bodkin rather than a darning
needle, as it has a much larger eye. Take your
time over the sewing up to ensure that the
triangles are joined together smoothly without
any lumps or bumps.

Starting with a purl row, st-st 3 rows.

Next row: (K2tog) to end. 3 sts.

Next row: Purl.

Cutyarn and thread through.

Pull up sts tightly and sew seam. Turn right side
out and stuff with filling. Place on face at base
of trunk with tusks pointing slightly forward.

G-st 3 rows.

Next row: Inc in first st, knit to end. 16 sts.
Rep last 4 rows till 18 sts.

Next row: Knit to last 2sts, k2tog. 17 sts.
Next row: K2tog, knit to end. 16 sts.

Rep last 2 rows till 14 sts rem.

Next row: Knit.

Next row: K2tog, knit to end. 13 sts.

Next row: K2tog, knit to end. 12 sts.

Rep last 2 rows again. 10 sts.

Next row: Cast off 3 sts, knit to end. 7 sts.
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Next row: K2tog, knit to end. 6 sts.

Cast off rem sts.

Run a length of Silver yarn through the straight
edge sts and pull up gently to curve. Place the
curved edge to the side of the elephant’s head
with about 8cm (3in) between them along the
curve of the top of the head. Sew in position
securely. Place head on body so that centre
back of head touches the first dec row of the
shaping of the body. Pin in position then

sew securely.

LEGS (MAKE 4)

Using Silver and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast on
4 sts.

First row: Inc in every st. 8 sts.

Next row: Inc in every st purlways.16 sts.

Next row: Knit.

Next row: Knit.

Starting with a knit row, work 20 rows st-st.
Next row: K2tog, knit to last 2sts, k2tog. 14 sts.
Next row: Purl.

Rep last 2 rows till 6 sts rem.

Cast off.

Gather round cast on sts and pull up tightly.
Sew seam to dec shaping at top of leg. Turn
right side out. Stuff with filling. Pin in position at
sides of body, starting where shaping of body
begins. Sew to body, adding some filling as you
go. Use a length of Cream yarn to work a few
small straight sts for toes.

TAIL

Using Silver and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast on
16 sts.

St-st 3 rows.

Cast off.

Fold in half lengthways with right side
uppermost and sew seam.

TAILTIP

Using Silver and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast on
3 sts.

First row: Purl.

Next row: Inc in every st. 6 sts.

Starting with a purl row, st-st 3 rows.

Next row: K2tog to end. 3 sts.

Cut yarn and thread through.

Pull up tightly and, with right side uppermost,
sew seam, adding some filling as you go.

Change to Matador and st-st 2 rows.

Change to Turquoise and st-st 48 rows.
Change to Matador and st-st 2 rows.

Next row: (Using Matador k2, Pomegranate k4)
to last 2 sts, using Matador k2.

Next row: Purl all sts using same colours.

Rep last 2 rows again.

Change to Matador and st-st 2 rows.

Change to Sunshine and g-st 2 rows.

Cast off.

Using Sunshine, work a cross in the centre of
each Pomegranate square. Tie in all loose ends.

BORDERS (MAKE 2)

Using Sunshine and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast
on 52 sts.

Knit one row.

Cast off.

Sew borders to sides of saddle. Place over
elephant ensuring that it is even at each side.
Sew in place securely.

CAP

Using Matador and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast
on 8 sts.

Next row: Using Matador k2, Pomegranate k4,
Matador k2.

Next row: Purl all sts using same colours.

Rep last 2 rows again.

Change to Matador and st-st 2 rows.

of the Pomegranate square. Tie in all loose
ends. Place on head in the shape of a
diamond. Sew in place securely. Use a length
of Sunshine to work a few small lines of daisy
chain st at the base of diamond to finish.

IT’S IN THE DETAIL

The ruffle on Natalia’s skirt is created by using
k2tog, as the decreasing naturally causes the
knitted fabric to curl up. Starting with a garter
stitch border ensures that there’s a firm edge to
add definition. This same technique is used for
the brim of the down’s hat.

2 ends in a knot, pulling tightly to help make

Next row: (K2, inc in next st) to end. 36 sts.
Next row: (K3, inc in next st) to end. 45 sts.
G-st 9 rows, inc in first st on every row. 54 sts.
Next row: (K4, k2tog) to end. 45 sts.

Next (and every alt) row: Knit.

Next row: (K3, k2tog) to end. 36 sts.

Next row: (K2, k2tog) to end. 27 sts.

Next row: (K1, k2tog) to end. 18 sts.

Next row: (K2tog) to end. 9 sts.

Next row: (K3tog) to end. 3 sts.

Cutyarn and pull through. Pull up tightly and
sew seam. Turn right side out. Place on head
with seam at back. Sew all way around edge.

Next row: K9, inc in next 2 sts, knit to end.
22 sts.

Next row: (K4, k2tog) to end. 30 sts.

Next (and every alt) row: Purl.

Next row: (K3, k2tog) to end. 24 sts.

Next row: (K2, k2tog) to end. 18 sts.

Next row: (K1, k2tog) to end. 12 sts.

Next row: K2tog to end. 6 sts.

Cut yarn and thread through.

Make up legs as for front legs. Pin legs on sides.
Check lion sits on a flat surface. Sew in place
securely.

EARS (MAKE 2)

Using Sunshine and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast
on 5 sts.

First row: Purl.

Next row: Inc in every st. 10 sts.

Next row: Cast off 4 sts, knit to end. 26 sts.
Next row: Knit.

Rep last 6 rows 11 more times.

Cast off.

Place mane on head with pointed edges facing
down and sew the corners of the straight edges
just below ears. Pull pointed edges under chin
and sew to body. Sew straight edges to sides

of face. Sew pointed edges where they meet
the body.

Next row: (K8, inc in next st) to end. 30 sts.
St-st 7 rows.

Next row: (K9, inc in next st) to end. 33 sts.
St-st 15 rows.

Next row: (K2tog, k1) to end. 22 sts.

St-st 3 rows.



Work 5 rows in k1, p1 rib.

Cast off in rib.

Make a second leg in the same way. Sew seam
from cast on sts to 8.5cm (3%2in) up on both
legs then join body part of trouser legs to each
other. Turn right side out and place on clown.
Sew to body securely.

POM-POMS

Make pom-poms in the same way as the nose,
one in Sunshine and one in Bright Green, then
attach to toe of shoes.

BRACES (MAKE 2)

Using Sunshine and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast
on 28 sts.

First row: Knit.

Next row: Purl.

Cast off.

With cast off sts to outside, sew one end to front
of trousers on the rib band and the other end at

the back (the braces should be sewn closer tog
at the back). Now sew the braces tog for 4 sts
at the back, starting from about 6 sts up from
bottom.

BUTTONS (MAKE 2)

Using Matador and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast
on 10 sts.

First row: K2tog to end.

Cut yarn and thread through.

Pull up yarn tightly, curving the outside edge.
Join seam to make a circle. Sew each button
to braces where they are sewn to the trousers.
Make a cross in black yarn in the centre of
each one.

HAT

Using Black and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast on
20 sts.

St-st 8 rows.

Next row: K2tog to end. 10 sts.

Next row: Purl.

Next row: K2tog to end. 5 sts.

Cut yarn and thread through.

Pull up yarn tightly then sew seam. Turn right
side out and stuff with filling.

BRIM

Using Black and 3mm (UK 11) needles, cast on
22 sts.

First row: Purl.

Next row: Inc in every st. 44 sts.

Next row: Purl.

Next row: (K1, inc in next st) to end. 66 sts.
Next row: Knit.

Cast off.

Sew seam then sew centre to base of hat. Place
hat on head at an angle then sew in place
securely.

as motifs such as flowers and anchors.

This decade, and into the ‘80s, popularised
the idea of chunky knitting in vivid colours.
"Peter Pan'’s leaflet P730 (opposite page, bottom
right) demonstrates the change from earlier in
the century,"notes CarolAnn.

“The patterns are very bright and use chunky
yarn, showing that now is the time of easy
knitting,” she adds.

“The 1980s was horrible for knitting!” says
Joyce."The fashion from the time - all those
shoulder pads and hairspray — just didn't
translate well”

Baby knitwear designs from the ‘'90s onwards
don't look too dissimilar to today’s patterns, as
can be seen by the Peter Pan design on p78
of this issue, which is a reknit from the brand’s
archive. One notable difference, however, is
the style of photography used on the patterns.
“I think it's much more relaxed now, and more
inventive in its styling,’ says CarolAnn.

While the style of baby knitwear is cyclical in
its fashion, the main jump from the patterns of
the early to mid twentieth century and now are
their difficulty. “When you look at the patterns
from the 1930s to the late 1950s it's all 2-ply,
3-ply and fingering, which would have been

much more time consuming and more detailed.

However, they didn't have the distractions we

have now!" states CarolAnn. Joyce agrees,

“It's much easier to knit nowadays, and there’s
a sense of instant gratification with modern
patterns that didn't exist before!

A good yarn

Baby knitwear from the early twentieth century

used a lot of natural fibres such as silk and wool.

While an entire wardrobe in these labour-
intensive fabrics would seem inconceivable
now, the lack of washing

machines means that the

care needed to maintain

these garments wouldn't

have been an issue.

It wasn't until washing

machines became

commonplace in the

1940s onwards that the

expectations of baby

knitwear were altered, with parents looking for
yarn that could be easily cared for rather than
needing to be handwashed.

The commercialisation of nylon in the “40s
found its way into baby knits by the '50s, with
a Wendy pattern from this decade advertising
its Nylonette 3-ply.

“We wouldn't call it Nylonette now, as it
would be wool foremost, but fashion at the
time adored nylon!” says CarolAnn. The knitting
world’s love affair with nylon persisted into the
'60s and '70s. "It was awful stuffl”laughs Joyce.

Acrylic yarn also started to become mass
produced in the 1950s, and was marketed
alongside nylon as perfect for modern lifestyles,
being easy to care for, crease-free and
insect-resistant.

Interestingly, things have now gone full circle,

with the resurgence of knitting as a hobby in
the last decade bringing about a desire for
natural fibres, such as
cotton, bamboo and
alpaca, alongside the
more practical
acrylic yarn.

Think pink?

The idea of blue for

a boy and pink for a girl
is something that is still
ingrained in our culture,
even if it's not observed

as strictly these days as it once was. It may
surprise you, however, to learn that this
division of colours is actually a relatively
recent trend.

In the 1800s and into the twentieth century,
white was always the favoured colour for babies
of both genders, as it could be boil washed easily.

“Babies were traditionally dressed in white,
with boys and girls wearing the same items,
such as dresses,”explains Joyce.

“It was only
when a boy turned
seven and headed off
to prep school that his
hair would be cut and
hed start wearing
trousers, she adds.

It wasn't until the time
of the First World War that
the concept of babies

wearing colours came in, and even then, it
wasn't as we know it today. An article in the US
trade publication Earnshaw’s Infants’ Department
in June 1918 said, “The generally accepted rule
is pink for the boys, and blue for the girls. The
reason is that pink, being a more decided and
stronger colour, is more suitable for the boy,
while blue, which is more delicate and dainty,
is prettier for the girl” Other rules’ surrounding
colours to dress children in depended on their
hair and eye colour. It wasn't until the 1950s
that blue for a boy, pink for a girl was cemented

into culture. A Peter Pan pattern leaflet from
1968 shows this very clearly, with the little boy
dressed in pale blue (previous page) and this
divide persisted until very recently.

Nowadays, however, the colours that babies
are dressed in are far more varied, with babies
wearing all sorts of shades.

“Any colour can be used in baby knits, which
| think is brilliant,” says CarolAnn. “Dark colours
are also much more acceptable now, and even
grey and black!

The Royal effect

The impact that the Royal family has had
throughout the years on styles of clothes
cannot be denied, with whatever they wear
being copied by thousands around the globe
and special events being marked with patterns
being designed by the yarn brands.

For the coronation of Queen Elizabeth, for
example, Marriner’s released a series of baby
knitwear patterns featuring motifs such as
Beefeaters and carriages (see photo above), and
Prince William's birth in 1982 was marked by

a special baby collection from Patons.

In the twenty-first century this shows no sign
of abating, with the younger members of the
family, such as Prince George, in the spotlight
and influencing trends from the moment they

are born, particularly when it comes to knitwear.
George’s first appearance on the steps of the
hospital after his birth where he was wrapped in
a knitted merino blanket by GH Hurt and Sons
sparked a huge rush of orders from all over the
world for the firm, who also supplied the same
blanket for Prince Charles, Prince William

and Princess Charlotte.

When the young prince was photographed
wearing a cashmere jumper by Welsh knitwear
designers Corgi that spelled out his name, not
only was the company inundated with 4,000
visits overnight to its website, but sales of
knitted personalised jumpers spiked
everywhere, with online retailer www.my
Tstyears.com selling out of its version. A huge
surge of patterns followed, so people could knit
their own. And a knitted Cath Kidston soldier
jumper sold out hours after George appeared
wearing it in December 2014, again sparking
a wave of DIY patterns.

A STITCH IN TIME

I am new to knitting and
have found a pattern for
a pair of garter stitch booties,
which | want to make for my
sister’s niece. What does garter
stitch mean?
Rachel Evans, Cardiff

Anne says: Garter stitch

is where you knit all the
stitches on each row. So you cast
on as normal, then knit across
the row, turn and knit back
across the row. Carry on until
your pattern tells you to cast
off. This will give you a flat piece
of knitting with rows of ridges
across it. It's a great stitch to
make booties in, as it creates
a lovely firm edge that doesn't
curl. Happy knitting!

CHART CHECK

Q I am knitting from a chart
that has a stitch repeat

on it, but it doesn’'t have a key
so I'm not sure which stitches
need repeating. Is there a
standard way of telling this
from a chart?

Anne says: The standard
way of showing a stitch
repeat section on knitting charts

is to put a box around the
section to be repeated. Normally
this is coloured in red, as you can
see from the picture below, but
other magazines and patterns
may use a black outline.
